Year 9	Experimental Collage & Mixed Media Portraits

Task 
Create a small series of experimental photo-collage and mixed media portrait images – A4 Scale

For this task, you will use a photographic image that you have taken for the week 7 homework task. Take inspiration from the slideshow images.
· Look at the slide show images. Now, think about techniques, style, and process that the artists used to make them.
· Choose two images from the resource pack that you will take inspiration from for your work. Analyse both images using the Responding to Artwork writing frame as a structure. Think about how the artist has made the work, and imagine yourself using similar techniques.
· In your sketchbook, create a plan for how you will make your piece of work. Planning will include thumbnail sketched and written notes.
· Use the internet to research some extra digital imagery, lettering, etc. to use in your collage and mixed media experiments. Think carefully about the kind of material you want to include and how these might relate to the ideas you want to express in this work. Save the research images to your laptop and paste them into a WORD doc – resizing them as appropriate for your intentions. Print these image resources ready to use in your work.
· Print a copy of your own photographic source image on to 220gsm Cartridge paper. You should now be ready to start the outcome.
· Document your work as it progresses including taking photographs.
· Review and evaluate your outcome.
