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Context
· Name and dates for the artist. Date, title, media and scale of the work.
· Art historical context – does the work fit in to a specific art movement or style?
· Historical context – does the work relate to specific historical events or issues e.g. war, revolution, environmental issues etc.

Content
· What is the work about? What is the subject-matter? What can we see? 
· Describe the work in detail. 
· Was the subject-matter observed directly, remembered or imagined? 
· Has it been treated realistically or is there deliberate exaggeration, distortion or abstraction? If so, why? 

Form
· How has the work been arranged (composition)? e.g. foreground, mid-ground, background, horizon, perspective, movement, rhythm, rule of thirds etc.
· Is it in keeping with the content? How does the composition relate to the ideas/themes of the work?
· What kind of colour scheme has been used, harmonious or contrasting? 
· Is there one principal shape or is it composed of inter-relating combinations of shapes? 
· Are there recurring shapes, lines, rhythms, forms etc. which determine the design of the work? 
· Does the work have a unity or variety of texture? 
· Does the work hold together as an overall entity or is it only pleasing in parts?

Process
· How was the work made, and what was it made with? What materials, tools, processes and techniques did the artist use? 
· Through what stages might the work have proceeded from commencement to completion? Might the artist have made supporting studies – sketches, photographs, maquettes, collages or stencils for example? 
· Was the work executed rapidly or might it have evolved slowly over a longer period of time? 
· What skills must the artist have required to produce such a work?

Mood
· Does the work affect you, the viewer in any way? Does it capture a mood, feeling or emotion which you have already experienced? Use your memory and imagination to explore these questions – think creatively.
· Does it convey feelings about life or nature? 
· What feelings or emotions are the artist communicating particular through this work?
· Is the work quiet or noisy, soothing or disturbing, happy or sad, relaxing or jarring etc. in the mood it conveys and the feelings it arouses? 
· What do you think the artist is trying to communicate through the work?



Analysing and Evaluating Your Own Work

Explain the task - your initial thoughts about what you hoped to achieve.
Describe the content of the piece of work that you have made. Is it realistic, distorted, exaggerated, simplified or abstracted – in any way?
Describe how you managed the first part of the task – selecting / enlarging / drawing  - explain any decisions that you made.
Using Media: 
What materials did you use? 
What techniques or processes did you employ?
What were you trying to achieve in the way you used the materials?
Connections: 
Explain how this piece of work connects with other artists that you have studied.
What are the similarities and differences between your work and the work of other artists that you have studied?
Mood – Does you work convey a particular mood, feeling, atmosphere etc?
Evaluate the success of your outcome in relation to the aims you set out to achieve.
