Cell structure and function

Cell membrane – Thin flexible boundary surrounding a living cell that 

        controls entry and exit of materials.

Cell sap – Solution of sugar and salts.
Cell wall – Boundary around a plant cell that is slightly flexible but 

                  maintains the cell’s shape.

Cellulose – Complex carbohydrate of which plant cell walls are made.
Cytoplasm – Transparent fluid found in a cell that is the site of biochemical reactions.
Excretion – Removal of the waste products of metabolism.
Growth – Increase in cell number and body mass of organism.
Mitochondria – The site of respiration within a cell.
Nucleus – Structure that contains chromosomes and controls the cell’s activities.
Nutrition – Intake and use of nutrients by an organism.
Photosynthesis – Process by which green plants convert light energy to chemical energy stored in glucose.
Reproduction – Production of new members of a species.
Respiration – Process by which all living things release the energy stored in food.
Tissue – Large numbers of similar cells that are grouped together.
Vacuole - Large, centrally located cavity full of watery cell sap in plant cells.
