	What is totalitarianism?
A: Totalitarianism is a system of government in which the citizens do not get a say. The leaders have total control.
	Give me an eg involving Malala Yousafzai.
The Taliban in Pakistan exercised totalitarian control, preventing girls receiving education on religious grounds.

	What is injustice?
A: Injustice is any situation or act which can be objectively judged to be unfair in a way that is an infringement of someone’s rights.
	Give me an eg involving Malala Yousafzai.
Preventing girls from seeking knowledge to access jobs and careers was an act of injustice on the part of the Taliban.

	What is intimidation?
A: Intimidation is the act of using violence or especially the threat of violence in order to force people to do what you want.
	Give me an eg involving Malala Yousafzai.
The regular threats towards anyone questioning the Taliban’s laws were among ways that the regime used intimidation.

	What is patriarchy?
A: Patriarchy (from the Latin ‘pater’ for father) is a system of rule in which power is primarily reserved for men.
	Give me an eg involving Malala Yousafzai.
The patriarchy in Pakistan reduced women to the domestic roles in families and prevented them pursuing careers.

	What is a stereotype?
A: A stereotype is an assumption made about individuals based on their membership of a particular identity group.
	Give me an eg involving Christy Brown.
Christy was the victim of stereotyping as society assumed that he must have low intelligence due to his disability.

	What is perserverance?
A: Perserverance is the quality of keeping going, espeically in spite of adversity or challenges in the activity.
	Give me an eg involving Christy Brown.
Christy exhibited inspiring perserverance in teaching himself to manipulate a paintbrush using only his left foot.

	What is solace?
A: Solace is the experience of comfort felt in an activity, place or company of someone after feeling threatened or downcast.
	Give me an eg involving Christy Brown.
Despite his disadvantages, Christy found great solace in his painting which enabled him to express his rich emotional life.
