THE LESSON
The instructor will first revise the Salute to the Front, At the Halt, and will move onto teach the squad how to salute to the Right and Left at the halt.

Instructor to demonstrate saluting at the halt to the left and right

Explain, Demonstrate, Imitate.

Using Squad ONE, correct faults and Squad Two
Common faults when saluting to the left or right

Left and Right, not keeping the shoulders square to the front

To the left, Arm too high up, cocking the wrist, saluting with the left 

To the right; Hand in front of face, arm too low

Moving on to saluting to the Right

“SALUTE TO THE RIGHT – SALUTE” (on L Foot).

Callout, Check – in, up, two, three four, five, down, swing (on each pace).

Practise the squad, by calling out the time

Saluting To the Front

When a cadet delivers a message or speaks to an officer, halts, salutes, delivers the message, salutes, turns in the direction in which he is to move and marches away. The order "SALUTE TO THE FRONT - SALUTE" is  given as the right foot passes the left.

Halt. Salute to the Front. Salute to the Front. Turnabout. off in quick time.

Saluting an Officer

Practise the squad at saluting when passing an officer.

Suitable markers to act as officer, places on the side and one to the front 

In threes, they should march forward, (Nominated file to) calling up (on       the L Foot) before the maker and all three salute, next marker to the front  and salute the side marker again on the return.

This will enable them to salute to the Left, right and front in one practice.

Ensure the regulation pause between each movement.

Practise the squad.
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
