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Teacher’s Introduction

The new Edexcel specification states that students should complete two different types of speaking tasks
chosen from the list below:

e presentation followed by discussion

* picture-based free-flowing discussion

* open interaction

These tasks must take place in controlled conditions and last between four and six minutes. Students
should prepare their exam individually in class and spend no more than six hours in this preparation.
Students are allowed to have the stimuli and notes (no more than 30 words in the form of bullet points
or mind maps).

This resource provides a range of stimuli for the three different types of task stated in the specification.

This resource is aimed at helping new and experienced teachers to prepare their students for the new
speaking controlled assessment. It provides stimuli for each of the tasks within each of the themes in the
specification. It also features some ideas for the centre devised unit.

Whether you are looking to recycle previous textbooks or buy new ones, this resource is a ready-to-use
tool to help students achieve good grades in their controlled assessment.

The tasks in this resource have been designed both to comply with the requirements of the specification
and to motivate students to speak about their interests in Spanish. The variety of ideas for each task has
been based on the interests of secondary school children. Students will find pictures and situations that
they can relate to, making it easier for them to express themselves in the exam.

According to the specification, the stimuli should be renewed every two years. With this resource, you
could have up to four years of stimuli ready to be used for a controlled assessment! Teachers will not
need to spend hours preparing extra resources and students will be engaged and encouraged to achieve
or exceed their potential.

How to use this resource

Teachers will be able to use these resources for practice or assessment purposes without having to do
any extra preparation. The resource can be used for practice or assessment purposes at any time during
the course when it fits in with the units of knowledge being taught. Students should be given the
stimulus (page with the task) and allowed up to six hours of preparation time.

If you decide to use one of the pages in this resource as the controlled assessment stimulus, the page
should not leave the centre and should be kept secure at all times. The pages for the presentation tasks .
should not have the suggested questions when given to the students as stimuli for their exam. Teachers
should cut the page along the dotted line.

The pages for the picture-based discussion can be used with the questions. However, teachers should
make sure they ask students other questions to show that the students can deal with unpredicted
elements in a conversation.

The pages are intended to help students with ideas to include in their presentations and/or discussions.
However, because the amount of help allowed in the pages is restricted, students should be encouraged
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to add extra information which will allow them to achieve their target grades. Teachers should therefore
remind their students to include in their presentations examples of ideas in the past, present and future
as well as opinions.

In addition, the resource contains vocabulary help sheets, mind maps and charts with tips and examples
to achieve passing or higher grades. These should be used as preparation, before the students receive the
stimulus they will be using for their assessment. '

Finally, the last page of this resource is a self-evaluation sheet for the students, especially designed for
them to use after a practice assessment to reflect on their performance and decide what they need to do

to improve their own grades. This sheet is a generic self-evaluation sheet that can be used for any type of
task in any of the four topics and should be photocopied as required.
